EXEGESIS 
     Today begins a short stretch of ordinary time.  Over the course of the next five Sundays, we will hear about the early 
stages of Jesus’ public ministry. Even though we are in Year C, with the Gospel readings drawn primarily from Luke, we 
begin ordinary time with the wedding feast at Cana from the Gospel of John. Jesus turns water into wine, revealing his glory. 
According to John, it is because the disciples witness Jesus’ glory that they begin to believe in Jesus.  
     Throughout the Gospel of John, several key terms and concepts (for example, water, bread, and eternal life) provide in-
sight into Jesus’ identity as “the Word made flesh.” One such key Johannine term is used at the end of the story of the wed-
ding feast at Cana, glory: “Jesus did this as the beginning of his signs at Cana in Galilee and so revealed his glory, and his 
disciples began to believe in him.” Twelve times in the first seventeen chapters of his Gospel, John uses the 
word “glory”.  For John, the word “glory” carries theological significance: the “glory” of God that once filled the tabernacle 
and the Temple was now fully realized in Jesus. The turning of water into wine at the wedding feast in Cana is the first of 
seven signs that Jesus performs in John 1–11 that show “the glory of the Father’s only Son.”  The total number of signs, 
seven, is probably by design, since the meaning of the number seven in antiquity and in the Old Testament was “complete” 
or “full.” Thus, the total of seven signs may indicate the fullness of Jesus’ revelation through these miracles.   
     In the first reading, Isaiah speaks of the “glory” of God in the historical context of Israel’s return from exile in Babylon. 
Offering words of comfort to Israel in the wake of a generation of exile from the Promised Land, Isaiah speaks of Israel’s 
“vindication” (i.e., Israel being freed from the sin that led them into exile). Isaiah tries to assure Israel that, in their return 
from exile, “nations shall behold your vindication and all the kings your glory.”  Curiously, in the Gospel of John, one of the 
twelve references to glory involves Jesus speaking of Isaiah’s awareness of God’s glory: “Isaiah said this because he saw his 
[God’s] glory and spoke about him”. Isaiah’s prophetic insight was that the glory of God was intended to be shared with Is-
rael. But Israel would have to wait five hundred years before the glory of God is fully shared through Jesus, the Word made 
flesh. 
     Today, we Christians experience the glory of God by the spiritual gifts offered to us by the Holy Spirit. In his First Letter 
to the Corinthians, Paul speaks of the many spiritual gifts “distributed” to us by the Holy Spirit, such as wisdom, knowledge, 
faith and prophecy. Each of these gifts is “distributed” to us so that we too can reveal the glory of God present in the world 
today. Toward the end of his farewell discourse to his disciples, Jesus tells his disciples, “And I have given them the glory 
you gave me, so that they may be one, as we are one”. Whenever the gifts of the Holy Spirit are used toward building up the 
body of Christ, then we are a community of faith united as one. In this way, we show to the world the glory of God.

   From Fr. Ted….. 
 
Last week, I noted that as we celebrate the Year of 
the Priests, we are given the opportunity to rflect 
on the different vocations which are found within 
the priesthood itself—namely diocesan priesthood 

and the priesthood that is lived within the context of a religious 
community.   Religious communities (such as the Adorno Fathers 
who are present at our parishes of St. Joseph in Lodi in New Jer-
sey, Immaculate Conception in Goose Creek, St. Philip Benizi in 
Moncks Corner and on our truly own Jesus, Our Risen Savior in 
Spartanburg) are distinguished by their own specific spirit and 
charism.  This week, I would like to briefly introduce to you the 
Founding Fathers of the Adorno Fathers, they are:  
 
St. Francis Caracciolo was born from a noble family on October 
13, 1563 in Villa Santa Maria, central Italy.  Miraculously healed 
from a serious illness, he dedicated himself to the service of God 
and his people.  He cultivated a great spirit of prayer.  Notably, 
adoration before the Blessed Sacrament was his life; to it he dedi-
cated as much time as possible. He prepared for and celebrated 
Mass with an edifying spirit of faith and devotion.  Along with 
Venerable Augustine Adorno of Genoa and Fabrizio Caracciolo 
of Naples, he founded a new religious order, the Clerics Regular 
Minor, to assist the needs of the Church after the Council of 
Trent.  Besides the goal and objectives common to other religious 
Orders and the three voes of chastity, poverty and obedience, he 
wanted to add a fourth vow: not to aspire to ecclesiastical honors.  
His life was like a long series of outstanding episodes which are 
reducible to the intervention of divine grace and an authentic 
Christian charity for which he was called Father of the Poor, 
Preacher of the love of God, and the Hunter of Souls.  He reached 
the summit of holiness when he was only 44 years old and he 
rendered his soul to God on June 4, 1608, on the eve of Corpus 
Christi.  He was canonized by Pope Pius VII in 1807.  His picture 
is venerated in our church as we enter the Church vestibule on the 
right hand side going towards the offices. 
 
Venerable John Augustine Adorno was born to a noble family in 
1551 in Genoa.  Brought up in the ways of a young gentleman, he 
entered the arena of diplomacy and eventually left for the court of 
Spain in 1573.  While visiting the Dominican Church in Valencia 
in 1573, Adorno net Saint Louis Bertrand who foretold that he 
would be the founder of a new religious Order.  While living in 
Granada, he squandered his money on gambling, partying and 
other  frivolous pastimes.  He eventually returned  to Genoa in 
1579.  Attending Lenten meditations with his mother in the 
church of Saint Siro in Genoa, Adorno heard the voice of God 
and his heart was moved to conversion.  After consulting with 
God by means of fasts, prayers, and vigils, he felt called to found 
a new religious Order in the Church.  He left for Naples and met 
Fabrizio Caracciolo and St. Francis Caracciolo.  There, they be-
gan the framework for a new Order.  He was a model of sanctity 
before his fellow religious.  His love for God was manifested con-
tinually throughout his life.  After an illness, he died peacefully 
on September 29, 1591. 
 
Fabrizio (Augostino) Caracciolo was born in 1555 in Naples.  As 
a young man he revealed himself as being readily disposed to 
learning as well as pious.  He completed his studies by obtaining

A degree in Law, and he decided at that young age to pursue an 
Ecclesiastical career.  He became successful in his career and at 
that time he had titles and Ecclesial benefits of the Abbey in Mar-
sico Vetere in Naples.  He met Agostino Adorno and St. Francis 
Caracciolo in 1587 in Naples and they began the founding of a 
new Religious Institute in the Church.  It was him who provided 
the needs of the newly found Religious Order in its beginnings by 
his income as the Abbot of St. Mary Major Church in Naples.  
After renouncing all his personal and family possessions, he made 
his Solemn Profession on the feast of St. Bartholomew the Apos-
tle, on August 25, 1596.  It was on this occasion that he changed 
his name to Agostino in memory and in appreciation of his Co-
Founder of the Institute.  He died as a simple and humble reli-
gious on May 25, 1615 at age 60. 
 
It needs to be noted that founders of religious orders are people 
who were filled with the love and zeal of the Lord.  They had a 
vision to live and make real the Gospel in their lives and in the 
lives of others through prayer and service.

A juzgar por este pasaje, pareceria que San Pablo mencionaba los dones 
espirituales como algo bastante natural, sin tener que convencer a los corintios 
de la existencia de esas capacidades o manifestaciones porque los conocian 
bastante bien. En realidad les estaba explicando como debian usarse. Lo que San 
Pablo dice aqui es evidencia de que los dones espirituales estan destinados a 
todos los creyentes, no solo a unos pocos escogidos. Cuando oramos pueden 
producirse curaciones y milagros; tambien podemos recibir inspiraciones 
profeticas del Senor, asi como sabiduria practica para resolver situaciones 
dificiles.  
Incluso los dones mas "naturales", como los de hospitalidad, servicio y 
administracion pueden generar oportunidades para demostrar el amor y el poder 
de Dios. Por ejemplo, en las bodas de Cana no se produjo una situacion de vida 
o muerte, pero la inquietud de la Virgen Maria por los duenos de la casa dio 
como resultado el primer milagro de Jesus.  
Dios quiere concedernos estos dones para que ayudemos a otras personas en el 
vecindario, en el hogar y en la Iglesia. Mas que nada el Espiritu Santo quiere 
capacitar al pueblo de Dios para edificar el Reino de los Cielos aquí en la tierra.  
Cuando un amigo te pida consejo sobre una situacion dificil, pidele al Espiritu 
Santo que te de palabras de consuelo o sabiduria. Como nos va a responder 
Dios  si no le hablamos en la oracion? hazte amigo de un vecino que este 
sufriendo, ayudale de alguna manera practica y prometele orar para que el Senor 
lo reconforte.
